Thursday, Day 5 GHENT / BRUGES Early cruise down the Ghent-
Ostend Canal - we arrive late afternoon, mooring near the windmills
of Bruges. Waiting at the quayside are horse drawn carriages to
take you on a trip back in time. Dinner aboard or in one of Bruges'
excellent restaurants. If you wish, take a limousine to Knokke-Heist
on the seacoast and while away the night in a casino..
