During this tour, which starts at Paris, wejfollow the Seine in southern direction. This region has a rich, rgyal histor
e

and the castle of Fontainebleau is a magnificent example of this past. Just as impressive are the royal gar

ns, whic

the French kings had their royal architects lay out for them. The peg‘ectly symmetrical gardens are a fine example.

We cruise the woods of Fontainebleau heading for the artists villaf?m
Loing, a cosy village on the banks of the Loing. From there we follow the canals
Montargis, a pictoresque town with beautiful little canals.

Sat DAY | Arrival in Paris.
Embarkation at 4pm. After dinner, town walk along the banks
of the river Seine.

Sun DAY 2 Paris - Melun (about 30 km).

You spent the morning on board to enjoy Paris from the river.
After lunch, the bike tour starts from the lock of Evry.You stay
along the banks of the river for a while. Final destination of your
bike tour is Melun, a town which is known as ‘le domaine des
reines blanches’, because in former years it used to be the domain
of the widows of the French kings. After dinner, a walk of the
town.

Mon DAY 3 Melun - Moret-sur-Loing (about 35 km).
Today we bike through the wonderful forests of Fontainebleau.
First destination is the artistic village of Barbizon, where since
the first half of the 19" century many painters have found
inspiration. At the time, a group of landscape painters formed
the ‘school of Barbizon’.We visit the local museum. After this,
we continue our tour to the palace of Fontainebleau, much in
favor among the French kings, because of the extensive
possibilities to hunt in the surrounding forests. In the castle
itself there is a museum of Napoleon, among other things.
Fontainebleau is also a pleasant town to walk around or to
shop. We find the Fleur again in Moret-sur-Loing, a charming
mediaeval fortified town, strategically situated on the banks of
the Loing, where painter Sisley found inspiration for his beautiful
impressionist paintings.

Tues DAY 4 Moret-sur-Loing — Nemours (45 km).
We follow the picturesque valleys of the Orvanne and Lunain
with it’s old farmhouses and castle ruins. On our way we pass
a fruit farm and a cheese farm. You might end up with home-

We [;ollow the Seine up to Moret-sur-
u Centre to our fi)nal destination

made jam in your pannier! Later on we find the rocks of
Nemours on our way and we meet the Fleur again in Nemours.
There we may visit the castle or the prehistoric museum of the
lle-de-France region.

Wed DAY 5 Nemours - Neronville (approx 40 km).
Today we bike through a wooded area with rugged rocks.After
this we go west to Chateau-Landon, a beautifully situated town,
where we visit the Abbey of St.-Severin which dates from the
I3* century. A local guide will tell us all about the history of
this beautiful town. Final destination of today is rural Neronville.

Thur DAY 6 Neronville -Montargis (about 35 km).
Today our bike tour goes to the mediaeval town of Ferrieres
with its old town center, which has been preserved beautifully.
And in the middle of the narrow streets we find a splendid
monastery. Final destination of today is Montargis, with its
15.000 inhabitants the biggest town of the Loiret after Orléans.
Unfortunately this former royal residence was destroyed by
fire in the 16™ century. But the canals are still there.They are
decorated with lots of flowers and give the town a lot of
charm.

Fri DAY 7 Montargis (40 km).
From Montargis we bike along the 'Ouanne by bike to Chateau-
Renard, where we can visit the ruins of a castle from the 0™
century. We will also visit a Apiculture’s Living Museum. There
you can see beekeepers and their bees at work, and you’ll be
able to sample their delicious honey.

Flemish hospitality and history

During this tour, the historical Flemish cities are central: Antwerp, Ghent and Bruges. But before we arrive there, you will get to know a very
beautiful part of the Netherlands. You bike along the winding river Vecht with its impressive castles on its banks, you visit a real Dutch cheese
farm, where cheese is still produced according to traditional methods and you visit the Dutch windmills in Kinderdijk. From the fortified town
Willemstad, which is situated on the impressive wide Zeeland streams, we head for Belgium. There we spent the night in Antwerp, the city of
Rubens, and of course we will visit the Rubens house. You bike from Antwerp to Ghent along the beautiful tidal river Nederschelde, in order
to breathe in the atmosphere of the days of old in the town center, with its impressive Belfort and the St. Baafs-cathedral, where you can admire
the famous triptych of painter Jan van Eyck. Final destination is Bruges, with its picturesque town center probably the most beautiful of the

historical Flemish cities.

Sat DAY | Amsterdam -Vianen (about 15 km).
Embarkation at |pm. Barge departs at 1:30pm We take off to
Nichtevecht by barge. From there we make a short bike trip to
Breukelen along the winding river Vecht.We visit a real Dutch
cheese farm, where cheese is still produced according to
traditional methods. By the end of the afternoon the barge
takes us to Vianen, a small fortified town on the river Lek.

Sun DAY 2 Vianen - Dordrecht (about 50 km).

In the morning our bike ride leads to Schoonhoven, the
Silvertown. From Schoonhoven we continue to Kinderdijk right
across the Alblasserwaard. There an impressive row of large
windmills appears, built to drain the Alblasserwaard. We can
visit one of the mills. Then the barge takes us further to
Dordrecht, one of the oldest towns in Holland, and an important
junction for shipping traffic. Overnight in the historic port of
Wolwevershaven. After dinner, a walk of the town.

Mon DAY 3 Dordrecht - Tholen (about 35 or 50 km).
During breakfast we cruise to Willemstad, an old fortified town
on the Haringvliet. From there we bike along the impressive
complex of locks ‘de Volkerak’ to Tholen. Tholen once was an
island in the middle of the large Zeeland streams, where many
people fished for their living. Nowadays Tholen is connected to
the mainland in various ways. But it is still a picturesque village
with many relics of an eventful past.

Tues DAY 4 Tholen - Antwerp (35 km).

We bike through a forest area, “the Wouwse Plantage “, to the
south.The barge waits for us at the end of the dam and from
there we cruise the port of Antwerp to the center of the city.
Antwerp is not only known as a diamond city, but also as
native city of painter Rubens. In the Cathedral Of Our Lady we
can admire his work.Around this church and the Market Square
beautiful town houses from a rich past are situated. After
dinner, a walk of the town.

Wed DAY 5 Antwerp - Dendermonde (30 - 55 km).
After breakfast we lock out of the port to the Zeeschelde.VVe
follow this beautiful tidal river upstream to Dendermonde.There
is a beautiful bike path along the river,and the landscape around
the Schelde is magnificent. We can join the Iris again halfway in
Temse or continue all the way to Dendermonde,a friendly little
town along the river.In Dendermonde we will visit the beautiful
town hall and have a little beertasting. After dinner;a walk of
the town.

Thur DAY 6 Dendermonde — Ghent (approx 35 km).
The bike tour follows again the river Schelde in the direction of
Ghent, a lively university city,again one with a rich past. In the
afternoon you have the opportunity to discover the city some
more, or to shop in the lively center. The city has its origins in
Roman Times, at the place where the rivers Leie and Schelde
converge. This favorable situation brought a great deal of
prosperity over the years, which had its peak late 13%, early
14* century. Textile industry brought great wealth. In the city
center many old patrician houses have been preserved. In the
Clothmakers’ Hall (1425) textile merchants used to meet. Major
church is St. Baafs’ Cathedral, raised in various ages and in
various styles. In the cathedral you can admire a number of
masterpieces of mediaeval painting, of which the ‘Adoration of
the Lamb’ by Jan van Eyck is the most famous.

Fri DAY 7 Ghent - Bruges (45 km).

Our bike tour through the pleasant country side of Western
Flanders to Bruges starts right out of town. Today our final
destination is Bruges, also called theVenice of the North, maybe
is the most beautiful of all Flemish cities. Its old center, which
dates from the Middle Ages, is almost completely intact.At the
time Bruges was a metropole, center of trade and art, which we
can still fully enjoy.

The tour starts in Metz, France, with her splendid cathedral. We bike through the charming French countryside with welcoming villages, where
the inhabitants are proud of their sweet, smooth wines and golden “Mirabellen” liqueur (plum liqueur). We continue into Luxembourg where
we spend the night in Remich. In Germany we will first follow the river Saar to charming Saarburg, with the stunning waterfalls in the city
center. Then, of course, there is Trier, the oldest city of Germany with the Porta Nigra dating from the first century after Christ. After Trier we
follow the Mosel downstreams along the endless vineyards and the enchanting old cities Bernkastel and Cochem. It goes without saying that

we will taste the local wines whenever we can.

Sat DAY | Metz

This tour starts in Metz, strategically situated between Cétes
de Moselle and the plateau Lorrain. These days, the rich
mediaeval city is a traffic junction, an administrative center, a
center of learning, but especially a lively center of trade.A visit
to the St.Etienne Cathedral, one of the most beautiful gothic
cathedrals in France, is a must.This cathedral sits in the middle
of the old city center, where shopping is also good.

Sun DAY 2 Metz - Konigsmacher (about 30 - 50 km).
The barge leaves early today and we have breakfast during
sailing. Our bike tour starts in Talange and leads us through the
French countryside.There is long option to the fort Hackenberg,
part of the Maginot line. The short option goes to Thionville..
We can visit a place where the French locals make eau deVie in
Petit Hettange.VWe meet the barge in Konigsmacher.

Mon DAY 3 Konigsmacher - Remich (about 50 km).
Today’s tour leads us via the beautiful valley of the Mosel across
the French border into Luxembourg. We may visit the castle of
Sierck-les-Bains, beautifully situated on the banks of the Mosel
river. On top of the hill there is a castle from the | Ith century,
which was at stake in the battle between the duke of Lorraine
and the archbishop of Trier in the |12th century. We spend the
night in Remich. Here the Mosel forms the border between
Germany and Luxembourg and Remich is on Luxembourg
ground Close to Remich we may visit the small village of
Nenning, where you can visit an old roman mansion.The nearly
undamaged mosaic floor in the party hall is extremely beautiful.

Tues DAY 4 Remich - Saarburg (45 km).

Today we follow the valley of the Mosel and Saar to the north
and we visit charming Saarburg. On the way we visit a winecellar
in Wormeldange, where they make ‘Cremant de Luxembourg,
a sparkling wine where this region is famous for. Saarburg is an
interesting old town situated in the most beautiful part of the
Saar valley. The castle of Saarburg was built here in the middle

of the 10th century. In the middle of town we come across a
waterfall of 20 meters high.At the foot of this waterfall there is
an old mill, which is driven by the small river. In this part of
town most of the old houses from the |7th and 18th century,
which give Saarburg such a picturesque look, are still intact.

Wed DAY 5 Saarburg - Trier (35 km).

Today we bike on toTrier, an interesting and lively city, the
oldest city in Germany. According to the Romans, Trier was
founded around |5 before Christ by Caesar Augustus under
the name of Augusta Trevorum. As a trading town and
administrative center, Trier flourished during the late imperial
age.This Roman golden age has left us with a respectable number
of monuments. Most authentic is the city gate Porta Nigra,
which was built around 18 after Christ.

Thur DAY 6 Trier — Bernkastle Kues (approx 50 km).
Today we start sailing early and we start cycling in Schweich.
From there lovely vineyards stretch out in many places. We
cycle past Trittenheim and Piesport, both big names. Piesport
produces a number of beautiful white wines. Especially the
‘Piesporter Goldtrépfchen enjoys great fame. Trittenheim lies in
a sharp hairpin turn in the Mosel. It is surrounded by mountains
covered with extensive vineyards.

Fri DAY 7 Bernkastle Kues - Cochem (45 km).

Again we join the barge in the morning for a while. Later we
cycle along the Mosel downstreams past Traben-Trarbach and
Zell. Traben-Trarbach is surrounded by woods and extensive
vineyards and it is the major center of wine trade in the Mosel
region. Zell is beautifully situated on the Mosel, where the river
meanders through the hills in many loops. Our final destination
is Cochem, a cosy and characteristic Mosel town, with steep
wine mountains, wooded hills, mediaeval fortresses and a
picturesque center with beautiful timber-framed houses.

The city fascinates you with its hidden
treasures. Getting lost among its small alleys will be like entering
a picture by Van Gogh. By bike you will reach the wooden
bridge masterfully portrayed by the great painter.

DAY 5 Arles-Vallabregués (60

km). Breathtaking stage, which brings you to the Alpilles, with
the perched village of Le Baux de Provence and then to Saint
Rémy de Provence. A landscape of limestone cliffs, lavender
and olive trees will accompany the trip. In the evening you will
moor in Vallabrégues, pretty Provencal village on the banks of
the Rhone.

DAY 6 Vallabrégues—Avignon

(65 km). The stage today will bring you to the best preserved
Roman aqueduct in Europe: Pont du Gard, a very spectacular
work. In the afternoon you will arrive in Avignon, the city of the
Popes. You will be moored in Villeneuve Iés Avignons on the

opposite bank of the Rhone.

DAY 7 Avignon, round tour (40

km). Navigation up to Avignon, and then cycle in the direction
of Chateauneuf-du-Pape, following lowtraffic roads surrounded
by vineyards. In Chateauneuf- du-Pape you can enjoy a tasting
of the very famous provencal wine.After that you will cross the
Rhone at the height of Roquemaure and return to Villeneuve
following the course of the river.
